WHAT IS 3D PRINTING?

3D printing can be done many different ways. The
Library’s 3D printer uses additive technology in which
objects are built up in layers in a process that can take
several hours to complete.

How DOES THE LIBRARY’S 3D PRINTER WORK?
The Library’s 3D printer is a MakerBot Replicator 2. It
makes solid, 3D objects out of melted plastic filament
called PLA, which is a biocompatible plastic.
